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Reporting Form to the UK National Wildlife Crime Unit (NWCU)
Introduction

Alleged criminal acts against protected species MUST continue to be reported to the Police in the first instance, though the NWCU can offer an additional avenue for interested partner groups and organisations by accepting electronic information submissions for wildlife incidents that are assessed as crime related and / or are of environmental importance.
These electronic submissions will be assessed (at the NWCU) for inclusion in the NWCU database by applying the standard grounds for inclusion of information in an intelligence database, which in most cases will be the prevention and detection of crime.

As a Police led Unit the NWCU are in a position to check with other Police Forces / relevant Agencies to see if data is already recorded elsewhere, and whether such recorded data can be shared with the NWCU as intelligence.
Partner groups and organisations should benefit from submitting electronic information submission forms to the NWCU as an Intelligence Officer will evaluate and grade the information (standard grounds apply) and record as intelligence.
Intelligence that requires to be disseminated / shared / with other Police Forces / Agencies etc will be facilitated by the NWCU through the risk assessed dissemination process.

Page 2 and 3 of this report shows an example of the type of information required by the NWCU to make the report most viable. Whilst it is accepted that at times much of this data will be unavailable it is hoped the questions in the report will be seen as best practice.

Page 4 of this report is a blank report form for use by partner groups and organisations members.
